Ilim West business-unit

Business unit Ilim West includes Ilim Group’s assets located in the Northwest of Russia: Koryazhma Branch (Arkhangelsk Region), harvesting and regional service companies.

Strategy

Within the next five years a large-scale investment program will expand the existing capacities of Ilim Group in the Northwest of Russia and shift to manufacturing higher value products: containerboard, office and commercial printing papers and other consumer focused products. 
Koryazhma

Koryazhma Branch of Ilim Group is a former Kotlas Pulp and Paper Mill, one of the largest wood chemical Mills in Europe. 

Products

· bleached hardwood kraft pulp, 
· dissolving pulp, 
· kraftliner,

Production capacity

Rated capacity of the Koryazhma Branch is 938,000 tons of pulp and 255,000 tons of containerboard per year. Due to the upgrade the Mill’s annual pulp production has been exceeding 1 million tons every year since 2005. 

Market share

The Branch’s share in the total amount of Russia-manufactured products is 14% for market pulp, more than 10% for a complete range of board and over 6% for paper. More than 35% of the Mill’s products are supplied to the domestic market, the rest being exported to Europe, the Middle East and North America.

Certificates

Quality and EHS management systems of the Koryazhma Branch comply with ISO 9001, ISO 14001 and OHSAS 18001 international standards.

The Mill’s products have been certified to the requirements of the Forest Stewardship Council (FSC). 

Wood Procurement

The Koryazhma Branch is supplied with wood by IlimSeverLes which manages logging operations in the Arkhangelsk Region and the Republic of Komi. IlimSeverLes forest management and chain of custody systems has been certified in accordance with FSC requirements. 

The total annual logging volume is 1.9 million m3.
