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Amendments 
to the Assets Protection Regulation of JSC Ilim Group 
in Ust-Ilimsk and the Ust-Ilimsk Region
To amend in Addendum 1 (Regulation on the Access Control Arrangements – the Pass Office) and Addendum 2 (Regulation on the Procedure for the Assets Protection and the Implementation of the Access Control and Internal Security Arrangements – ACA) to the Assets Protection Regulation of JSC Ilim Group in Ust-Ilimsk and the Ust-Ilimsk Region (hereinafter referred to as the “Regulation”) the wording permitting the transportation and entry of goods and materials to the territory of the industrial site of the timber processing complex only upon presentation of documents to read as follows:
“Vehicles transporting goods and materials to the territory of the industrial site of the timber processing complex without accompanying documents (with their subsequent removal) shall enter and exit the industrial site through the same checkpoint, with mandatory registration of goods and materials in the Log Book located at the checkpoint during the working hours of the same shift (from 08:00 to 20:00 or from 20:00 to 08:00). 
Should the goods and materials be transported to the industrial site with their subsequent removal for a period more than one day, the Applications shall be executed in accordance with Addendums 15-17 of the Regulation on the Access Control Arrangements – the Pass Office.
 Goods and materials transported to the territory of the industrial site without their subsequent removal shall be transported without documents and without registration in the Log Book.”
The provisions of Addendums 1 and 2 to the Regulation not affected by this additional agreement shall remain unchanged, including the provisions that require to present documents provided for by the Regulation when removing and transporting goods and materials through the checkpoint.
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
